Downham West PC had requested that adjoining parishes consider co-operating in formulating plan.  Clerk explained that template for plan for Wimbotsham alone could be obtained from A Haines, Emergency Planning Officer, if Wimbotsham preferred to formulate their own plan.  Clerk to write to Downham West PC asking for more information
88/09 Ownership of Chapel Lane and footpath to recreation field

S Bates informed the meeting that ownership of area past school gates and leading to recreation field is now in the hands of Wimbotsham Recreation Ground Ltd.  Clerk informed PC that BC had denied responsibility for the above as had Highways who confirmed that Chapel Lane is unadopted.  Clerk to arrange site meeting between councillors and representatives from BC and CC
89/09 Street Lighting Public Meeting

B Bowman and clerk unable to attend.  R James to chair meeting.  Clerk to supply him with as much information regarding costs as she can find out.  Members informed by R Rockcliffe (CC) that NCC lights will be changed to part night lighting but PC will be consulted before works take place.  Letter received from parishioner requesting that light beam outside her home be redirected.  Matter to be on next agenda.  Letter also contained views on part-night lighting and this was passed to R James to be included at the public meeting being held on April 1st at the Village Hall.
90/09 Dog Waste Bins

PC considered that if dog owners do not clear up after their dogs, they are unlikely to make use of bins.  Clean Neighbourhood officer to be asked to attend in village and monitor the situation, particularly around small village green.  Dog fouling sign to be requested for lamp post in Chapel Lane

91/09 Purchase of land currently occupied by Village Hall

Letter received from Wimbotsham and Stow Village Hall concerning purchase of land currently leased from Hoare Trustees by Village Hall.  PC was informed by M Burton that PC is not trustee of Village Hall but that all VH committee members are the trustees.  This information had come from the Charity Commissioners.  PC is trustee of the land only.  Charity Commission uses information from The 1951 constitution of the Village Hall. Reply to be sent to Wimbotsham and Stow Village Hall stating that PC will not take any action until further details are known.

Recreation Ground – S Bates informed the meeting that ownership of recreation field is now in the hands of Wimbotsham Recreation Ground Ltd.  Drains have been jetted and drainage works planned
